On Sunday, January 21, 2024, Ralph Conrad Richter passed away at the age of 78 at Upstate University
Hospital in Syracuse, NY after a brief illness. He was a loving husband, father, brother, uncle, and
friend to many. As a young man he was always mechanically minded. His love of working with his
hands brought him to Brooklyn Technical High School where he gained an even greater interest in
technology and engineering. This passion would lead him to a long and happy career as a technology
teacher for Laurence High School in Cedarhurst, NY.
When Ralph retired he filled his time doing what he loved best. Ralph was a longtime active member
of Good Shepherd Lutheran Church where he served as an usher, reader, and sang in the choir.

The 818th landed at Utch Beach on the morning of June 6, 1944

during Operotfion Overlord as part of Assault Force U. The

compeny provided ammunition, gasoline, medical supplies, and ]
ralions in support of the 4th Infantry Division’s assault on Uncle e
Red Beach and the 15t Engineer Special Brigadoon Sugar Red il
Beach. Five Bronze Stors were awarded fo the men in the 818th

for their actions et Utch Beach on D-Day.
